	· Look over the BC Graduation Requirements and make sure you are on track to graduate. See your School Counsellor if you have questions.

	· Check your transcript on the Student Transcript Service (STS) for accuracy. Create an account with a Counsellor.
	
	· Commencement fundraising efforts begin.  You will be required to sell two boxes of chocolates to help cover the cost of the Commencement Ceremony in June.


	· Post-Secondary Info Sessions (PSI), listen for announcements of when to sign up.
	
	· Apply for post-secondary if you would like to begin your post-secondary studies next September.   See your school counsellor if you would like help with the application. 

	· Check in with Ms. De Araujo to look at work opportunities and programs available post-graduation.
	
	· Log on to your Student Transcripts Service (STS) account and give consent for the Ministry of Education to release your transcripts to the post-secondary schools to which you have applied (or will be applying).   Start researching scholarships, bursaries, and student loans.  

	· Check post-secondary application deadlines and entrance requirements.  Online applications for many post-secondary schools open in September. 

	
	· Grad Hoodie Order Due October 17th.

	· Please remember that your school attendance will usually be considered as part of your scholarship and bursary applications. Even if applications do not ask about attendance, any staff member you ask to write reference letters will likely check your attendance.  Please make sure that parents/guardians contact the office to excuse your absences if you miss school for a legitimate reason. 
	
	· Are you taking an online or paper-based distance learning course?  Make sure you are submitting work consistently throughout the school year.  Note that many post-secondary schools have very early deadlines for distance learning courses that are required for admission.

	· Join Leadership 12 if you wish to represent your grad class. 
	
	· Volunteer opportunity: Halloween Fest.

	· Consider volunteering in the community.  Almost all of the scholarship criteria ask for leadership and volunteer experience.
